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Overview

From 11 January to 18 February 2023, the Huberty &
Breyne gallery in Brussels is delighted to be hosting a
solo exhibition devoted to the work of Albert Dubout
(Marseille, 1905 - Saint-Aunes, 1976) — an original collec-
tion of plates, Indian inks and watercolours.

A great many artists have left their mark on their age.
With fifty years’ worth of press drawings and illustra-
tions, Albert Dubout left his mark on two whole genera-
tions. His name is often synonymous with the “Dubout
couple” - the diminutive Anatole and his monumental
wife. The family is frequently asked “What was his wife
like?" And the response is always the same: “Petite...”
Dubout's interest in the couple, or at any rate that
sense of disproportion, is evident from a sketch he
made in 1923, at the age of eighteen, while studying at
the School of Fine Arts in Montpellier and on which he
notes “Size difference”. Such sketches are interesting in
more than one regard, demonstrating as they do the
artist's ceaseless observation of people in the street and
his affection for human nature.

Dubout’s signatures, or rather families of signatures, are
a reflection of the artist's imagination. They represent his
quest for newness as well as a touch of artistic pride in

attracting the reader’s attention with a signature that is
one of a kind and reminds us that what we are looking
at is a drawing by Albert Dubout (particularly his “Le
fou dessinant”, referencing singer/songwriter Charles
Trenet’s “Le fou chantant”).

Dubout was an extraordinarily precocious artist (at a
time when there were a great many talented illustrators,
photographs still being a rarity). His first press drawings
began to appear in 1923, and he made no secret of the
fact that many of his drawings — published for the most
part in almanacs and in Paris Minuit in 1924 — dated from
around 1920, when he was fifteen years of age.

There were no themes that were prohibited in Albert
Dubout’s repertoire. His representation of the virago
who bullies her husband is not merely humorous but
denounces conjugal violence in a way that may be consi-
dered premonitory.

The woman of the 1920s and 1930s is defiant and free-
thinking, a precursor of the sexually liberated female
of the woman’'s movement (in England at least). The
“Dubout couple” is asexual, but the husband has his eye
on other men’s wives.

The Dubout family is incomplete. Except in his youthful
drawings, Dubout rarely includes children. When he does
so, the child (usually a boy) is impertinent and speaks like
an adult, discussing current events, and often politics.

Bourgeois society, especially during the economic crisis
preceding World War Il, is a regular target for caricature
and Dubout is unflinching in his criticism. The poor, on
the other hand, are represented in distressing images
best typified by “La saisie”, depicting the arrival of the
bailiffs.

Dubout worked exclusively in Indian ink and using a spe-
cial steel-tip pin made in England. It was thanks to this
pen and a large magnifying glass that he produced his
1930s drawings with their extraordinary level of delicacy.
These drawings — chaotic crowd scenes that were preci-
sely drawn and carefully structured — were destined to be
used, for the most part, on the back cover of newspapers
and journals. Dubout’'s meticulous compositions, involving
multiple areas of interest, were unlike anything anyone
else had produced in the entire history of drawing.

As his eyesight deteriorated and newspaper editors
brought increasing pressure to bear, Dubout was forced
to modify his style, moving towards greater simplicity
and a more humorous approach. Captions, too, became
shorter (and even speech-free from the 1960s). Dubout’s
were pithy and economical, with the humour finely
balanced between the drawing and the words.

Out of a total of some 4,837 press drawings, 1,805 were
used as either a front or a back cover. And Albert Dubout
invented the thematic full-page, which was so popular
that posters advertising it, notably for Ici Paris, frequently
appeared at newsstands.

Even today, it is not unusual to hear readers say that they
would buy such and such a title specifically for the sake
of Albert Dubout's cartoons.

Dubout constantly explored new themes. His photo-
graphers, painters, policemen and gangsters, bicycles
and cars, and mythological subjects, appeared either
weekly or as full-page illustrations, and many of them
would form the focus of themed albums.

Dubout also experimented with photographic montages
with his drawings superimposed.

Press cartoons enjoyed their heyday until around
1957/1958, when they were gradually replaced by pho-
tographs, notably on front pages, which were now
designed to carry greater commercial weight. The
drawings themselves were relegated to the newspaper’s
inner pages and the thematic full-pages disappeared in
favour of humoristic pages made up of cartoons by seve-
ral different artists.

There were fewer press cartoons done in watercolour,
and those frequently appeared on magazine covers.
Others were rendered in watercolour at a later date.
During the 1930s, some cartoons were executed as wash
drawings in order to harmonise with the overall style of
the magazine, as for example in Voila.

Albert Dubout was more than just a cartoonist and an
illustrator: he was also a painter and a poster designer.
And, encouraged by his popularity, he tried his hand at
animation, too, going on to create two feature films focu-
sing on characters of his own creation. There were nume-
rous spin-offs from this, including postcards.

Advertising campaigns were circulated not just through
the press but also via brochures and blotters [buvards??]
(the latter primarily aimed at doctors by pharmaceuti-
cal companies). Dubout was passionate about deep-sea
fishing and it was no doubt a pleasure for him to create
drawings for Hurricane harpoons.

Dubout had accumulated seventy-seven oil paintings on
canvas or wood and his second wife, Suzanne Ballivet,
was constantly encouraging him to paint more, for pos-
terity's sake (at the time, museums only accepted pain-
tings done in oils). The moment he set down his brush,
however, it was business as usual: he would take up his
pen and begin another drawing in Indian ink.

That Albert Dubout should also have illustrated various
classics of French and foreign literature is something of
a paradox. Here he was, an artist who, in the execution of
his press drawings, constantly aspired to freedom of both
movement and spirit, illustrating in the minutest detail
the constraints of a literary text.. Nor did he shy away
from difficult works, adapting them in original ways,
most typically the French edition of Edgar Allan Poe’s
The Fall of the House of Usher.

In order to produce his textual illustrations, he would do
a great deal of documentary research and even travel to
different locations, notably Spain, in 1936, for the French
edition of Don Quixote, a trip that was prematurely cur-
tailed in Madrid by the onset of the civil war.

First editions of such works, most of them stencilled or
litho-printed, continue to be highly sought after by art
collectors and bibliophiles.

It was in his illustrations that Albert Dubout's love
of colour found its fullest expression. His stepfather
Laurens, himself an excellent amateur painter, used to
wake the young Albert at dawn and take him to admire
the colours of nature on the banks of a nearby lake, the
Fos. This early artistic education shaped Dubout's work
as a whole and is particularly evident in his illustrations
for Marcel Pagnol and Alphonse Daudet'’s L'Arlésienne.

Worn out by the colossal labour of a lifetime and finally
succumbing to illness, Albert Dubout would not live to
see his last title, Justine, in print and the book was pubili-
shed posthumously.

Albert Dubout, a quiet, retiring artist who shunned
interviews and public honours, remarked — immodestly
perhaps, but with absolute justification — “People think
that what | do is funny, but after | die they'll understand
that | was doing something serious. My name will live
on.” Indeed, many artists, illustrators and intellectuals
alive today regard Dubout as the greatest French illustra-
tor of the twentieth century.

Dubout was awarded the Legion of Honour by President
Vincent Auriol and entered the Larousse dictionary the
same year as Pablo Picasso.

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Biography

15 May 1905 : born in Marseille.

1909-1920 : studies in Nimes. Meets Jean Paulhan. Dreams of becoming a bullfighter
after developing a passion for the sport.

1923-1924 : studies at the School of Fine Arts in Montpellier. Renée Altier, Suzanne
Ballivet, Gabriel Couderc, Camille Descossy, Georges Dezeuze, Germaine Richier are all
fellow students. He publishes his first drawings in L'Echo des Etudiants, the Montpellier
student magazine edited by Paul Bringuier.

1924 : installation in Paris. Fascinated by the crowd phenomenon, he sketches people in
department stores and on public transport. He publishes his first drawings in Péle-Méle.
23 June 1925 : marries Renée Altier.

1929 : meets Philippe Soupault, literary editor at Editions Kra, who proposes the idea

of book illustration. Editions Kra publish his first four illustrated books, including Les
Embarras de Paris by Boileau and Le Barbier de Séville by Pierre-Augustin Caron
Beaumarchais.

15 March 1930 : birth of his son Jean.

23 May 1931 : illustrates the special issue of Le Rire dedicated to the Paris Colonial
Exposition, sealing his reputation as a cartoonist of extraordinary talent.

1June 1933 : publication of the famous series of satirical drawings Les Gens de la Haute
in Candide.

1936 : designs the first movie poster for Marcel Pagnol’s film César. This marks the start
of a long friendship between the two men.

1948 : Pagnol asks Dubout to illustrate his first Trilogy (Marius, Fanny, César), which is a
huge success.

1945-1954 : tries his hand at animation with Anatole va Camper, La Tour de Nesle and
Monsieur I'étourdi en voyage (advertising cartoon for Les Pipes Ropp) and, in a movie
setting, with La Rue sans loi and Anatole Chéri l.

1953 : there is an entry for Albert Dubout in the Larousse dictionary : “Creator of compo-
sitions involving numerous burlesque figures, published in journals and in aloum form.
He explores the potential for comic effect in both the figures he draws and the tiny de-
tails of attitude and costume.” He receives the Legion of Honour from President Vincent
Auriol.

1964 : Frédéric Dard asks him to illustrate L'Histoire de France.

1967 : the Paris Mint makes a medal in his honour, number 39 in the Effigies series, en-
graved by Raymond Joly.

6 July 1968 : marriage to Suzanne Ballivet.

1974 : inauguration of the Avenue de |la Gare Albert Dubout by the Municipality of
Palavas-les-Flots.
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27 June 1976 : Albert Dubout dies in Saint-Aunes (Hérault).

1977 : the city of Montpellier inaugurates the Avenue Albert Dubout and the Maison
pour Tous Albert Dubout. Dubout exhibition at the Musée Fabre in Montpellier.
1978 : the Municipality of Saint-Aunes inaugurates the Rue Albert Dubout.

1980 : Dubout et la vie quotidienne des Francais exhibition at the Georges Pompidou
Centre (Paris).

1986 : the Municipality of Lunel inaugurates the Rue Albert Dubout.

14 July 1992 : the Municipality of Palavas-les-Flots inaugurates the Musée Albert
Dubout in the Redoute de Ballestras.

July 1996 : the Municipality of Palavas-les-Flots inaugurates the Musée du train.

9 April 2005 : inauguration of a commmemorative plague on the facade of the house
where Dubout lived, in Mézy-sur-Seine (Yvelines), from 1967 to 1976.

2006 : Le Fou dessinant exhibition at the BnF Frangois Mitterrand.
